NOTES: Melvin Carver's 89 yards rushing is the most by a Buccaneer running back this

year (previous best - James Owens, 82 yards vs. Miami). Carver had 56 yards rushing on
the season entering the game. His two touchdowns were the first of his regular season

pro career (one in preseason). James Wilder, last week, also one rushing and one receiving
is the only other Buccaneer with a two touchdown game this seascon... the final fumble

was caused by Lee Roy Selmon. It was the second fumble Lee Roy has caused this season and
the 21st he has caused this season. He is the team career leader in that category by a
wide margin... Hugh Green caused a fumble for the third consecutive game today and it

was the eighth he has caused in two seasons as a Buc... with nine receptions today,

James Wilder has 40 on the season and 20 in his last two games (174 yards) ... this

was the Bucs first three touchdown game of the season and the most points they have

soored in a game this year (23 vs. Miami). Buffalo's defense had allowed only four
towhdowns (one other was scored on a return) in the six games the team had played prior
to this evening ... Doug Williams career update: 12,005 yards passing, 70 touchdowns thrown
after today ... Kevin House has now caught 2,010 of those 12,005 yards with his 69 yards
on four receptions (98 career receptions)

BUFFALO COACH CHUCK KNOX: (the final Buffalo drive) "I thought we would come down and
use our field goal kicker. I thought we had a good shot at winning the game. We just
didn't play a real good football game tonight. We made a lot of mistakes from the missed
extra point on. We had turnovers, dropped passes, didn't make it on fourth down. Then
at the end we had a chance to win.

"You have to give Tampa Bay credit. They made the play when they had to make it."

"We've just dug ourselves a hole, a little further. We've got to go to Miami and that
will be tough ballgame. We've really got to get our act together in a very, very short
period of time. You can't wait around for somebody else to help you. You've got to
help yourself."

TAMPA BAY COACH JOHN McKAY: (a new way to win?) "No, we've won that way before. We don't
win the easy way."

(defensive play) "We played all right I guess. I think we shut down the run for the most
part. They (Buffalo) are a good solid team."

(think about pulling Williams?) "No, Doug was doing fine."

(the sneak play): "The silent sneak. (ever used it here?) No I was saving it for tonight.
Pop Wamer invented it and this was a good time to use it."

We made same yards rushing on a team they said we oouldn't rush against. I think all in
all we played good. I'm going home to see the Atlanta-San Francisco game."
